New Refrigerator Perfected and

Becomes Steady Line-Filling

Station Equipment Made.

The Ottawa Manufacturing company, which is one of Ottawa’s principal industries, is looking forward to a very successful year in 1925. The outlook for business is exceedingly good and it is felt that it will be only a short time before the Warner industries in Ottawa will be crowded with business as they never have been before.

Looking forward to this new business improvements have already been made in the plants and new products added to existing lines. Among other things accomplished during the past year the “Stacold” refrigerating machine for use in homes and shops has been perfected and is now in steady production. It is rapidly becoming one of their principal articles, as the demand for them in homes of the beter [sic] class is almost greater than the supply.

A complete line of filling station equipment has been designed, and is already in use in hundreds of filling stations over the country. This line consists of 5 and 10 gallon visible pumps, air stands, lubricating oil pumps, and air compressors.

Many improvements and refinements have been made in the local plants. These include a steam-heated paint room, a test room, outside core ovens. All the fence machinery used to complete the new Warner plant at Chicago Heights, Ill., was built in the Ottawa plant during the past year.
